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CONSORTIUM FOR DEVELOPMENT OF POLESINE – Project “CULTPLAN” – INTERACT PROGRAMME

The Consortium for Development of Polesine is an Italian Economic Special Agency of Italian Government concerning the Economical and Social Development of the Territory of the Polesine Department of Region of Venice. As public economical organism the shareholders are the 49 Municipalities of Polesine, the Provincial Administration of Rovigo and the Chamber of Commerce of Rovigo. The principal aims of Consortium are the following: 

1. to develop and coordinate the interventions and the communitary projects at favour of territory of Polesine – Italy, offering adequate information to craft, industrial, trading, agricultural firms as well as to single managers concerning either the financing or any other opportunity given from the European Union; 

2. to take part to society of economical advancement and organisms aiming to an economical development and revival, as well as to co-operate with other public of private subjects operating in the same territory and outside; 

3. to organise conferences and meeting concerning themes, actions and projects of the European Union; 

4. to manage with other institutions of the Polesine – Region of Venice the package, included in the DOCUP ( Single Document of the Regional Programming) for the Structural Funds. 

The territory of the Province of Rovigo also called Polesine, corresponds to the Southern area of the Venetian region and prevantly finds in its rivers, Po and Adige, the natural borders, at the North with the Venetian boarding provinces (Verone, Padua, Venice) and at the South with the ones of Mantua (Lombardy Region) and of Ferrara (Emilia Region).

The Polesine territory is a land of water, length wisely developed in the terminal convergence line of the two main Italian rivers, which spreads itself towards the Adriatic sea with its Delta, which for a few years has become a regional environmental park.

INTERREG EXPERIENCES AS EXAMPLES
The Consortium for Development of Polesine has already had experience of INTERREG Programmes also as Project Leader. For this motivation we want to exchange experiences and planning systems of control and confrontation to understand what’s are the opportunities and the obstacles in realizing an efficient cross border, trans national and interregional cooperation in INTERREG III.
One of the most important project carried on INTERREG Programme was the Project MEF 102”Monitoring of European Drainages Basins: The European Landscape Management on the field of Environmental Protection.”, included on Programme ECOS OUVERTURE. Principal Partners  Consorzio per lo Sviluppo Economico e Sociale del Polesine(Project Leader), Vila Nova da Barquinha de Tomar(Portugal), Tulcea County Council(Romania), and Provincia di Isernia(Italy).
About this project the partners have established as objectives:

- Comparing  working situations of the different project groups of the Partners from Italy, Romania and Portugal, namely in respect of the technical equipment, extent of activities, scientific basis, methodology of work, empiricism and practical consequences like usage of GIS models, data processing, proposals of eco-cultural tourism, environment protection etc;

- Creation of the databases and GIS records as profits for all the partners like municipalities, institutions, invited experts as well as the public in general;

- Innovative access to the Cultural field:  historical, geomorphologic, archeological, and ecological realities on a computerized level;

- Science based derivation of the touristic value of the Partner’s territories  in a holistic view;

- General agreement to the conclusion that the record methods and the manner of result presentations as well as the experience of the institutional partnership and its management on a European level is fully transferable and applicable by others if the variables are adapted;

- Published individual results in detail by using Internet(web-site of the Project), CD-ROM and Prints and Publication.  Final Publication ”Monitoring of European Drainage Basins” but also for example Tomar has printed  the  monographic series ARKEOS, and Rovigo has published the book” Terre emerse: storia e ambiente tra due fiumi”.
- Realization of a “Monitoring Centers” dedicated to control the varying items in different sectors (like vegetation, water quality, cultural heritage, tourism etc.), to collect regularly technical and scientific datas, to update the databases, and to publish adequate information for educational, didactic, and political purposes ( like landscape management etc.).
We are also partner of one first Project included on the INTERREG IIIA Transfrontier Adriatic Sea Programme, named Pe.Mo.Ce.”Birth of a Permanent Monitoring Center for the Landscape Management”. Project Leader: Provincia of Isernia(Italy).Partners: Consortium for Development of Polesine, Provincia of Rovigo(Italy), Italian Union of Istria and Dalmatia(Croazia), Municipalities of Buje and Rovigno(Croatia). The Project shall establish the born of a monitoring permanent centers that will rappresent a structure composed by experts and reserchers, coming also from university, able to prepare studies and collecting data concerning the geormophologic, naturalist, historical and archaeological sectors above the territories intersted by the project.
As Consortium for Development of Polesine we are also carrying on other Projects concerning for example the Programmes Leader+ and INTERREG on the field of Culture "exploiting of architectural and noble houses of middle and west polesine", and the recognizing of UNESCO sites for “Renaissance in the Regions. Leveraging the Value of World Heritage Status for the Regions”. For these reasones with this project we would like to exchange experiences necessaries to understand better the means for a”correct”system to bridge differences in planning cultures and to realise genuine and profitable cross-border, transnational and interregional cooperation.
The aim for Consortium is in fact to sustain the potentiallity and capacities of the shareholderes of Consortium, the Local Public Administrations as the Municipalities, to be involved or included in sucessful action’s project of cross-border, trans-national and interregional cooperation in INTERREG and other E.U. Programmes.
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
